All the District Educational Officers and Regional Joint Directors of School Education are hereby informed that certain guidelines were issued in this office Proceedings 3rd read above. In addition to those guidelines, the following guidelines are hereby issued.

1) One person i.e. President or Secretary from each Recognised Union shall be permitted to witness the counseling of teachers / Head Masters.

2) The rule 13 (a) and (b) issued in G.O. Ms. No. 15 Edn dt. 26-01-2009 shall be followed with regard to computation of 8 years service and the teachers retiring within 2 years.
Further it is informed that the following are the revised guidelines:

3) The order of priority for conducting counseling is:

a) General Transfers for existing Teachers  / HMs as per preferential order as per rules. 

b) i) Teachers promoted during 2005 and posted without vacancies (if any) based on their seniority list at that time. 

ii) Recently promoted Teachers / HMs (January / February 2009) based on their seniority list.  

c) Teachers appointed under DSC 2006.

4) The date of issue of Certificates i.e. on or after 01-06-2009, is applicable only for rule 18 (iii), rule 19 (d), (e), (f) for claiming special category or preferential category.  For other items for claiming special category or preferential category, the said date is not applicable.

5) Due to disposal orders of A. P.A.T., the places of teachers repatriated to the original management shall not be shown as vacancies. 

6) The item No. 52 of the guidelines i.e. if the entitlement points are same, is modified as follows:
Their date of birth shall be taken as criteria for seniority purpose. This field is made available in software for deciding seniority in such cases.

7) The final list of vacancies shall be displayed within 3 days after disposing of objections if any.

8) The item No. 51 in guidelines is modified as follows

Any Hospital recognised as referral Hospital by the Government orders shall be considered for the submission of medical certificates for claims under preferential category.

Therefore, all the District Educational Officers and Regional Joint Directors of School Education are requested to take action accordingly.
1. The teachers who are continuing on court orders under G.O. 610 can be considered to apply for Inter District Transfer duly obtaining an undertaking to the effect that such teachers shall withdraw their court cases at the time of joining under Inter District Transfer.

2. The two years service condition is relaxed for all teachers to apply for Inter District Transfer.
